Itõs 1Ĳ hours before sunrise, 
and Iõm quietly walking down the 
dry and sandy logging road up in 
northern Minnesota.  The 
flashlight in my hand is turned 
off.  Iõm using the light from the 
faint moon to guide my way.   

Halfway to my destination, I 
see HER.  That is what my 
Foundation article will eventually 
be about.ééééééé 
Thirty minutes later, Iõm 18 

feet above the ground, sitting 
comfortably up in my portable 
deer stand.  There is no wind, so it 
is very quiet and still.  I can hear 
an animal down behind me in the 
dry leaves.  Squirrel?  Rabbit?  
Deer?  Itõs still too dark to shoot.  
An hour passes.  It starts to snow 
ð the first of the season.   

Two hours later, I climb down 
from my perch.  One and a half 
inches of large fluffy flakes have 
already accumulated on the 
ground.  As Iõm walking back to 
camp, where my thermos of hot 
coffee awaits my cold body, I see 
HER once again. 

Fifteen years ago, the loggers 
came in and clear cut most of the 
trees in that 40 acres of county 
land that we call our òparadise on 
earthó (while deer hunting), but 
they did leave one large balsam 
tree, right next to the logging 
road.  Yep, thatõs my girl!   

What?  Your article is about a 
tree, you may ask?  Did you fall 
out of your stand again and hit 
your head?  No.  Just like Elimõs 
Foundation, that tree GIVES 
BACK!  Think of all the birds that 
have perched on her branches.  A 
sentinel in the woods.  They 
sought shelter from the wind, rain 
and the snow.  That tree could 

have been cut down for a one-
time use ð the paper mill or cords 
of firewood.   

As I walked up to her, the 
brown/green grasses underneath 
were completely dry, yet outside 
of the reach of her outstretched 
branches, there was 1-1/2 inches 
of fresh new snow.  I just stood 
there, underneath, and marveled 
once again of Godõs beautiful 
creation.  It is the most òat peaceó 
I have felt, since driving up from 
the cities six days ago.  Yes, I even 
hugged her ð all 14ó in diameter.  
My thermos of coffee could wait 
an extra 15 minutes.  After all, 
how often can you duplicate this 
scene? 

Yes, the Elim Lutheran 
Church Foundation is like that 
mature pine tree:  She gives back; 
she is a refuge; people depend on 
her outstretched arms (the 
branches) and nobody is going to 
cut her down!  Future generations 
of Elimites will continue to 
appreciate her gifts for some of 
the worthy causes here at Elim 
and in the community.  Someone 
planted her seed years ago.  Letõs 
keep her growing by supporting 
her with our donations.   

No matter what time of year, 
every time I walk past that pine 
tree I grab a handful of branches, 
just to smell.  All year long she 
smells like a Christmas tree! 

Oh, did I get a deer last 
November?  Maybe Iõll talk about 
that in my next Elim Foundation 
article.

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Community Partnerships  

December 1, 2018 
Dear friends and sponsors,  

I hope this finds you well in the midst of a busy holiday season. All is well with our family here in 
Cameroon. Eric and Schekina are still in Yaoundé, Eric for work and Schekina for school. David and 
Etienne are back in preschool at a bilingual school (English and French) here in Meiganga. They are 
growing up quickly! It is fun to see their enthusiasm for learning letters, numbers, colors, etc. Although 
French is their first language, they are slowly starting to speak some English too.  

I am keeping very busy with my teaching at the Lutheran Institute of Theology in Meiganga. This year 
we have 13 students in the Baccalaureate program, 27 in the Licence (bachelor degree) program, and 5 in 
the Master degree program. I continue to teach all the New Testament courses and also to serve as 
academic secretary (assistant dean).  

In October, we celebrated a first at the Institute ð the marriage of two of our students 
to each other. Of course, many students have gotten married during their time at the 
Institute, but this is the first time two students married each other. It was a lovely 
celebration. When they are ordained in a few years, Elise and Nathan will join a 
relatively small number of clergy couples in the Evangelical Lutheran Church in 
Cameroon.  

While there is not an official Thanksgiving holiday in Cameroon, there is something 
like it in the church. This is the season in which congregations hold their annual òF°te 
de Reconnaissanceó or Festival of Thanksgiving. It is essentially a time of prolonged 
offerings in the church service, where various groups bring forward their gifts with 
singing and dancing. Since it also corresponds with harvest time here, those gifts often 
include produce from the fields, and sometimes even livestock! The joy with which these gifts are offered 
is something difficult to describe, but I hope these photos below will give you an idea of the joy expressed.  

 
In other news, national presidential elections were held in 
Cameroon on October 7, and to no oneõs surprise, Paul Biya was 
elected to another term. (He has been in power since 1982, one of 
the longest serving and oldest African presidents.) The conflict in 
the English speaking regions of Cameroon (Northwest and 
Southwest regions) continues to worsen, with now more than 
400,000 people displaced. The conflict in the Central African 
Republic (our neighboring country to the east) is escalating in 
certain regions also. Please pray for peace and justice in these 

regions, and in all the troubled regions of our world.  
 
Rest assured that things are calm and safe in our region of 
Cameroon, and please pray for that to continue. We are immensely 
grateful for your faithful prayers and support! We pray that your 
Advent and Christmas seasons will be profoundly blessed with the 
peace, joy, and love of Christ.
